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The Superior Council of Magistracy (SCM) is opening the call for trainers for the project JUST/2013/JPEN/AG/4496 - Procedural rights in EU criminal law, in which your institution is partner. 
The project activities will consist of 6 seminars and a final conference which will all take place in Bucharest in 2014 and 2015. 
Within the project, special attention will be paid to the following EU legal instruments: 

· Charter of fundamental rights; 

· Directive 2010/64/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council of 20 October 2010 on the right to interpretation and translation in criminal proceedings;

· Directive 2012/13/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council of 22 May 2012 on the right to information in criminal proceedings;

· Directive 2012/29/EU of 25 October 2012 establishing minimum standards on the rights, support and protection of victims of crime, and replacing Council Framework Decision 2001/220/JHA of the European Parliament and of the Council. 
For every seminar the project will involve Romanian national experts, but also international experts appointed by the partners. The project’s budget allows for the selection of international experts appointed by the MS Partners:  Belgium, Bulgaria, Italy, Poland and Spain, specialized in the field of judicial cooperation in criminal matters. Every partner is invited to nominate one expert for the project.
The identification of an expert should take into consideration the following criteria:

1. Demonstrated expertise in the related topic (criminal law). CVs of selected experts will be forwarded to Superior Council of Magistracy and the National Institute of Magistracy;
2. Availability to participate to the preliminary meeting of the experts (26 June 2014), to one/several of the scheduled seminars and to the program’s Final Conference;
3. Genuine interest in the project topic and commitment to contribute scientifically to the project output by means of drafting materials, study cases, compiling legislative package and other project related information; 
4. Fluency in written and spoken English. The work language for the entire program will be English, so the appointed experts will have to have a good command of English, in order to be able to be actively involved in the seminar’s activities and to produce written materials.

The general conditions for these seminars are:

· In the project’s framework there will be organised 6 seminars and a final conference. The experts could attend one/several of the scheduled seminars. 

· They are also expected to attend the final conference, in which the conclusions and problems raised by the participants during the seminars will be debated;

· All 6 seminars and the final conference will be organised in Bucharest;

· The seminars will be organized as moot courts. The participants will be divided into 2 groups, each having to solve a practical case with foreign elements, and the requests for judicial cooperation will be submitted to the other group, for settlement. Also, each group will have to settle its own practical case based on the answer received (the draft agenda is attached). The agenda will also include presentations (lectures), so the experts will have the option to choose either to be a lecturer or a moderator of the working groups;

· For their participation within the project’s activities (preliminary meeting of trainers, seminars and the final conference), the experts will receive a DSA amount (daily subsistence allowance, covering accommodation and meals) of 170 euro/day and a fee of 275 euro/day for their participation within each activity, as follows:

· Preliminary meeting of trainers: 1 day of DSA and 1 day of fee

· For each attended seminar: maximum 2.5 days of DSA and fees

· For the final conference: 2 days of DSA and fees.
· Also, the budget allows the payment of a fee of 275 Euro/day for a maximum of 28 days (7 days/month for a maximum period of 4 months), depending on the activity sheets.

· Please note also that the trainers will have to sign contracts with the Superior Council of Magistracy, as coordinator of the project.
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
