The spirit of the law flourishes at ENM

The integration of foreign magistrates into the long-term training cycle at the National School of Magistrates

The national school of magistrates opens the selection campaign for the integration of foreign magistrates in the initial training dedicated to future French magistrates, for a long-term cycle lasting one year.

This training allows a true acculturation of the French judicial system. Through the establishment of lasting links between foreign magistrates and a promotion of future French magistrates, a concrete and long-term contribution is made to influencing and spreading French law. Being divided into two periods, this internship involves:

- 6 months of theoretical training in Bordeaux, with French judicial auditors, from June 2023 
to January 2024.

- Five months of internship in a judicial tribunal, from February to June 2024.

This training course is open to French-speaking magistrates, who can justify a minimum B2 level of French language, and a relevance of following this cycle through the lens of the previous course. Between 2 and 4 places will be opened depending especially on the relevance of the proposed candidates.

The participation of posts (from embassies -nt) in this action is essential.

They are responsible for identifying potential candidates, pre-selecting them through oral interviews regarding motivation and language level, and subsequently organizing a legal exam (the subjects being communicated by ENM who will also ensure the correction of the papers)

Also, the financial responsibility will be the responsibility of the posts (Embassies -nt): the cost of tuition amounts to 6000 euros, to which are added travel and living expenses, all of which are generally covered by a Campus France scholarship.

For the year 2023-2024, the recruitment will have the following calendar:

• February-March: identification by posts (Embassy – nt) of candidates then pre-selection through oral interviews based on profile, motivations and level of French). You will be asked to tell us how many candidates will subsequently take the written test.

• In March: the organization by the posts (Embassy – nt) of a 4-hour exam, based on a topic submitted by the ENM, which ensures the correction after the submission of the papers and all files by the post (Embassy – nt) (these files must include the following documents: curriculum vitae, letter of intent, proof of diplomas and language level, registration form containing the Embassy's feedback on this application)

• In April: the communication of the results by ENM and the drawing up of scholarship files by the stations.

• June: reception of the selected magistrates in Bordeaux.
